Barrier Game

A Barrier Game is played with 2 students. The students can build a barrier between each other, for instance like standing up a book, so that they can’t see each other’s work.  Each student has a similar, but different worksheet. They have to find out through questioning each other what is missing on their sheet or what the other partner has different.

Famous Barrier Games are for instance ‘Guess Who’ or ‘Battleship’.
